Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or
after the appliance malfunctions, or it has been dropped or
damaged in any manner. Return appliance to the nearest
authorized service center for examination, repair or
adjustment.

If the cord or plug of the appliance must be replaced, this must
be carried out only by the manufacturer or an authorized
service center or by a qualified technician.

Before Using Your Blender

Important: Always ensure your blender is unplugged from the
power outlet before fitting or removing the blades assembly.
Always handle the blades assembly with caution, as the
blades are extremely sharp.

Your device comes with the blades assembly and the jug already
assembled. Clean the blender jar following the procedure described
in section “Care & Cleaning” - we recommend that you follow the
“Thorough Cleaning” procedure before the first use of your
appliance.

Using the blender

Important: Make sure that the speed switch is at off position “0”.

1. Place the jar on the motor base aligning the guide of the blades
assembly with the corresponding guide on the motor base
making sure that the jar locks safely in its position on to the
motor base.

2. Remove the lid or the inner lid from the blender jar and pour
the ingredients into the jar. Do not exceed the maximum
indicated level-1.5 Liters, especially when you want to mix
ingredients on high speed. Do not exceed 1L when you want to
mix hot ingredients or ingredients that tend to foam during
processing. Do not put in your jar ingredients which
temperature exceeds 50°C.

3. Place the lid with the inner lid back onto the blender jar and

make sure that they have fitted and sealed well on the jar.

. Plug the power cord into the power outlet.

. Rest one hand on top of the blender lid and slightly push
down the jar to make sure that it is securely locked into
place. Keep your hand on top of the lid and select with your
other hand the desired blending speed: 1 - 2 or PULSE.
Attention: if the jar is not correctly and safely locked into the
motor base, the blender will not operate.

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Do not operate your appliance for more than two minutes
each time. Allow your appliance to cool down completely
before its next use.

6. After having completed blending, turn the Speed switch to the
off “0” position.

Built-in safety lock mechanism

This mechanism ensures that you can switch on the appliance only
in the case that your blender jar has correctly and safely locked in
to its position on the motor base — meaning that only if the jar is
positioned correctly the mechanism will “unlock”. In the opposite
case, the mechanism will remain “locked” and your appliance will
not operate.

Speeds description

Speeds are 1, 2, and “Pulse”. Pulse is a controlled cycle operation.
This means that the blender operates only while you turn and hold
the switch in “Pulse” position. The other two speeds are of
continuous cycle and blender operates continuously at the speed
that is selected (1 or 2) until you turn the speeds switch
counterclockwise to reach the “0” position (off position).

For Continuous Operation

Rest one hand on top of the blender jar with the lids securely in
place. Rotate the speed switch clockwise to the desired speed
setting to turn your blender on.

For Controlled Cycle Operation

Rest one hand on top of blender jar with the lids lid securely in
place. Turn the switch to the “pulse” position and hold it in this
position for about 2 seconds. Release the switch - that will
automatically turn to “0” position - and allow blades to coast to a
stop. Repeat cycles until ingredients reach desired consistency.
Release of the switch from the “Pulse” position turns your blender
off.

NOTE: Switch can be held in “"Pulse” position longer than 2 seconds
if needed — do not exceed 15 seconds in continuous Pulse function.
However, we recommend that you hold and release the switch from
the “Pulse” position with 2 seconds on/ 15seconds off intervals for
better results and for a longer lifespan of your appliance.
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Ice Crushing operation:

1.

If you want to crush ice, no more than 12 pieces of ice cubes
(the size about 25x25x25mm) must be put into the blender jar.
After placing the ice cubes, place the lid and inner lid firmly on
the glass jar and then turn the Speed control knob to the “P”
position. Hold on for 1-3 seconds, then release the knob to
return to the off position. Repeat this continuously for 10 tol5
times. In order to avoid the lid being released, please use your
other hand to hold the lid during this operation.

. If you want to mix ice and water, no more than 12 pieces of ice

cubes (the size about 25x25x25mm) should be used with a
small amount of water. Pour the ice cubes and water into the
jar, place the lid and inner lid firmly on the glass jar and then
turn the Speed control knob to position “"2” and let the machine
work for 1 minute.

Handy Blending Hints

A brief whirl in the blender will rescue a lumpy gravy, or an
eggs-based sauce that has separated.

Food items for blending should be cut into cubes (approximately
2-3cm), this will assist in achieving an even result.

Never fill the blender jar above the maximum level indication.
When pureeing fruit or vegetable, cooked or raw, cut into small
pieces to facilitate blending.

When blending a variety of ingredients together, blend the
liquids first, then add dry ingredients.

Always ensure stones are removed from fruit and bones from
meat as these can harm the blades.

Do not process hot liquids in your blender. Allow them to cool
before blending.

Half fill the blender with water and a small amount of detergent.

it on the motor base.
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For thorough cleaning

1. Unplug the appliance from the mains and let it cool down
completely. Make sure that its blades have completely stopped
moving.

. Remove the jar from the motor base.

. Remove the lid and the small lid from the jar.

. Disassemble the blades system according to the following
procedure:

e First keep your jar firmly by one hand and with your other hand
unfasten the blades base from the jar by turning the blades
base clockwise.

¢ Remove the blades base and then remove the silicone gasket
from the blades base using extreme caution. Be careful not to
lose the gasket.

5. Wash the lid, small lid, jar, blades assembly, and silicone gasket
in soapy water. Then rinse them thoroughly.

Caution: Be extra careful when cleaning the blades

assembly as blades are extremely sharp.

Make sure that all parts of the appliance are completely dry before

clockwise.

e Place the lid and small lid on the glass jar.

To clean the motor base:

Use a soft clean sponge, slightly damp with water and wipe over
the motor base.

NEVER immerse the motor base or cord or plug of your
blender in water or any other liquid and never put them
under running water for cleaning as electric shock may
occur.

Storage

All parts of your blender need to be completely dried before
reassembling and storage. Store your blender in a cool and dry
place without moisture.
