Turn the light "OFF” when charging your cell phone.

AC PORT: When you connect your bulb to the mains by using the AC charging
wire (connect your AC wire to the AC port first and then connect the wire plug
to the mains), the battery integrated inside your bulb will automatically be
charged.

The bulb can work on AC Supply: 100-240V.

DC Port: Connect 6V solar system to the 6V port and the battery integrated in
the bulb with be charged automatically as long as your solar panel is in direct
sunlight.

USB PORT: You may charge your cell phone with the USB cable. Make sure to
use the correct charging head that fits your cellphone.

The light built-in battery is for emergency use.

Function (switch positions):

DC position: strong light:

OFF position: the bulb is off

AC position: Weak light

LED indicator is illuminated when the item is being AC charged or Solar
charged.

Charge the battery often if you use the appliance frequently. In the opposite
case, charge the battery every three months.

Caution:

1. Use Power Supply and Socket correctly.

2. Do not stare at the light, as it may hurt your eyes.

3. This appliance should not be used by children.

4. Children need close supervision to ensure that they do not “play” with the
appliance.

5. Keep the appliance and all its accessories and components out of reach of
children.

6. Keep the bulb away from direct sunlight and keep all the parts of the
appliance away from water, moist or rain. Do not touch the appliance with
wet hands.



7. Never heat or put the device close to heat sources or fire as this may cause
burning of the device and explosion.

8. Keep the appliance away from flammable materials always - extra care is
required when the appliance is being AC charged.

9. Never immerse your appliance or any of its accessories or components in
water or any other liquid.
